The Preschool Enrichment Program (or PEP) 
serves children from three months to four years of 

age. PEP is a unique program known throughout the 

Shreveport/Bossier community.  Each staff member 

is trained-certified in infant/child CPR and first 

aid. Every classroom follows a 2-adult policy for all 

ages. Our hours of operation are Tuesdays, 

Wednesdays, and Thursdays from 8:30 A.M. to 

2:00 P.M. At PEP, we believe that your child’s 

preschool experience can influence the way he or 

she feels about school and learning for many years 

to come.
